AN ACT

To further anmend title 52 of the Code of the Federated States of

M cronesi a, as anended, by further anmending section 509, as anmended by

Public Laws Nos. 10-62 and 10-118, to provide that entitlenent to overtine

as currently allowed by that section shall be retroactive with respect to

budget and accounting personnel, and for other purposes.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF M CRONESI A:

Section 1. Section 509 of title 52 of the Code of the Federated

States of M cronesia, as anended by Public Laws Nos. 10-62 and 10-118,
is hereby further amended to read as foll ows:

"Section 509. Freeze on salary increases; conpensatory tine

and overtinme conpensation. Notw thstanding any ot her

applicable law, there is hereby enact ed:

(1) A freeze on annual salary step increases of al
enpl oyees in the public service system and

(2) Conpensatory tinme, with which enployees in the public
service systemshall be credited in |ieu of receiving
overtime conpensation as otherw se authorized under the
Nati onal Public Service System Act and regul ati ons
promul gated thereunder. Conpensatory tine neans those hours
aut hori zed i n advance and worked by an enpl oyee outside
establ i shed work hours and for which the enployee is credited
with one hour in the formof |eave with pay for each hour of
work an enployee is directed to work and perforns in excess
of the regular 40 hour workweek as provided by | aw
Conmpensatory time shall be accrued by National Governnent
public service enployees and shall be included in the
conpensation received by a program participant pursuant to
subsection (4)(c) of section 506 of this chapter; except that
any accurul ation of time in excess of 280 hours shall be
forfeited unl ess taken before the end of the cal endar year in
whi ch the excess was accunul ated. For purposes of conputing

whet her a program enpl oyee's accrued conpensat ory and/ or

annual | eave hours are in excess of 280 hours, accrued
conpensatory tinme and annual |eave shall be included in
computi ng the 280-hour ceiling.

(3) Notwi thstanding the provisions of this section, an
enpl oyee shall be entitled to receive overtine differential,
retroactive to the effective date of Public Law No. 9-155, as
aut hori zed under the National Public Service System Act, for:

(a) tinme worked in the event that the National
Governnment woul d be entitled to conpensation for paynent of
such differential under section 115 of title 50;

(b) tinme worked in the event that the National
Governnment woul d be entitled to conpensation for paynent of
such differential through a witten agreenent with a | ega
entity that seeks to provide relief from energency
conditions, as long as the tinme worked is directly related to
efforts to provide energency relief, in accordance with an
energency decl ared by the President under article X, section
9, of the Constitution of the Federated States of M cronesi a;

(c) tinme worked in the event that the National
Governnment woul d be entitled to conpensation for paynent of
such differential through a witten agreenent with the Water
Users Corporation, as long as the tinme worked is directly
rel ated to managenent and mai ntenance of the Capital Water

System or
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(d) tinme worked as follows:

(i) by personnel within the D vision of Budget in
preparati on of the annual budget submi ssion in the thirty day
period prior to April 1;

(ii) by accounting personnel within the Division
of Treasury in preparing the annual financial statenents for
the FSM Nati onal Governnent, during the period from Novenber
1 to Decenber 31 of each year

(ii1) by accounting personnel within the D vision
of Treasury in preparing reports pursuant to section 226 of
title 55 of the Code of the Federated States of M cronesia,
or a successor provision, during the fifteen day peri ods
| eading up to May 1 and Novenber 1 of each year.

Not wi t hst andi ng section 164 of this title, persons working
hours entitling themto overtine differential pursuant to
par agraph (d) of subsection (3) of this section shall receive
conpensation at straight tine for those hours.”
Section 2. This act shall becone | aw upon approval by the
President of the Federated States of M cronesia or upon its becom ng
